Monumental inscriptions compiled in 1972 by Rosemary Southey, Durham, and in 1994-95 by 
Heather Thompson and Ellen Bentsen, Loweswater 

Notes: Surnames are shown in bold-face type; parentheses enclose words, letters, or 
numbers that are probable but illegible; blank spaces indicate words, letters, or numbers that 
are illegible; slashes indicate ends of lines on stones. Stones with inscriptions on both sides 
are shown on the map as single stones; abbreviations, punctuation and spelling appear in this 
document as they are written on the stones. The earliest readable date on a tombstone is 
1685. (See #22, below.) 

Index I lists house names and place names that appear on the stones, followed by their 
location number in the text and on the churchyard map.  Note: most stones do not include this 
information. 

Index II lists the surnames that appear on the stones followed by their location number in the 
text and on the churchyard map.
